	Consist: This routing is appropriate for any passenger consist, but especially heritage locomotives or coaching stock. Self-propelled units like doodlebugs are also appropriate. It may also be used by railway officials making inspections with official cars – in this case stops are allowed but no run pasts.

Runpast: Before approaching your chosen runpast location (e.g. small station, unguarded level crossing or field), obtain possession of section from RTC for several minutes.  Stop your train and detrain railfans from leading door of first coach.  Reverse out of sight or as far as clearance allows and run past your location at appropriate speed.  Stop train and reverse once more to pick up railfans.  Obtain clearance and continue tour.


	Consist: A work train consists of a locomotive and a number of OCS work cars such as ballast cars, tool cars, etc.; revenue cars such as gondola, flat, tank or boxcars may also be used.  Although optional, a van would normally be used, particularly where back up movements are envisaged.
